Judges (approx 1380 — 1050BC)

Samuel — approx 1050BC

What is happening immediately prior to 1 Samuel ...
Judges 21:25 “In those days Israel had no king; everyone did as he saw fit”.

Hannah Trusts God

Firstly: She prays

1 Sam 2:2, “There is no one holy like the Lord, there is no one besides you, there is no
rock like our God”.

Secondly: She obeys

Hannah Knows God

But there is a problem

.... repeated rejection of God.

The very people who should be teaching, rebuking, training and directing God’s people
in his service care nothing of YHWH.
