Key Idea — “Fit followers’ are seeing the Mega-Power Majesty of God’s safe passage exodus leader who
has given his all to save an unbelieving and unable humanity. God’s servant is worthy of your ‘all’ in your
service of Him having given his all to save us.

V51 Jesus’ flint faced commitment for Jerusalem

The Lord GoD has opened my ear,
and I was not rebellious,
I turned not backward.
1 gave my back to those who strike,
and my cheeks to those who pull out the beard;
1 hid not my face
from disgrace and spitting.
But the Lord GOD helps me,
therefore I have not been disgraced;
therefore I have set my face like a flint,
and I know that I shall not be put to shame. (Isaiah 50:5-7)

vv57-62 Jesus clarity in light of his Cross
vv57-58 ... count the cost
vv59-60 ... why preaching the cross must matter most
vv61-62 ... the heart of fit followers
